make an effort /meɪk ən ˈef.ət/ phrase to do physical or mental activity to achieve something If we could all make an effort to keep this office tidier it would help. 1

make friends /meɪk ˈfrendz/ phrase to start being friends with someone When he moved to a different city, he found it difficult to make friends. 1

make an impression /meɪk ən ɪmˈpreʃ.ən/ phrase to cause someone to notice and admire you He made quite an impression on the girls at the tennis club. 1

to do something that is wrong or produces a result that is 

not correct or not intended
We all make mistakes. 1

make money /meɪk ˈmʌn.i/ phrase to earn a lot of money from a job or an investment Making money is the only reason I work on Wall Street. 1

make a noise /meɪk ə ˈnɔɪz/ phrase 
to create a sound or sounds, especially when it is 

unwanted, unpleasant, or loud
If the washing machine gets out of balance, it makes a horrible noise. 1

make a phone call /meɪk ə ˈfəʊn kɔːl/ phrase to call somebody by telephone I just have to make a phone call to my mother to let her know that I arrived safely. 1

make a plan /meɪk əˈplæn/ phrase 
create a plan or have some ideas on how to avoid 

difficulties
This is going to be a difficult job, we need to make a plan about how we are going to do it. 1

make progress /meɪk 'prəʊ.ɡres/ phrase to get better at doing something I haven't been studying very hard, so I haven't made much progress with my Spanish. 1

make a promise /meɪk ə ˈprɒm.ɪs/ phrase to tell someone that you will certainly do something If I make a promise, I like to keep it. 1

do business  /duː ˈbɪz.nɪs/ phrase buying and selling goods and services Our firm does a lot of business with overseas customers. 1

do the cleaning  /duː ðə 'kliː.nɪŋ/ phrase removing the dirt from places, usually around the home He is the only one who does housework, in fact he is doing the cleaning right now. 1

do a course  /duː ə ˈkɔːs/ phrase to study a particular subject over a series of lessons Doing a course is a great way of learning in a focused environment.

2

come along /kʌm əˈlɒŋ/ phr verb to arrive or appear at a place We're going hiking. You can come along if you want. 2

run out of /rʌn aʊt ɒv/ phr verb to consume something until nothing is left We've run out of milk. I'll go to the shop and buy some more. 2

go on /gəʊ ɒn/ phr verb to continue doing something We'll go on with the meeting as planned and hope Susan joins later. 2

to throw yourself into /tuː θrəʊ jɔːˈsɛlf ˈɪntuː/ phrase to do something enthusiastically She's thrown herself into her new job.

based on or using good judgment and therefore fair and 

practical
He went free because the jury decided there was a reasonable doubt about his guilt. 4

rushed /rʌʃt/ adj
done in a hurry, or feeling that you must do something 

quickly
Dinner was rushed since the family had to go out that evening. 4

satisfactory /sæt.ɪsˈfæk.tər.i/ adj good or good enough for a particular need or purpose The teachers seem to think his work is satisfactory. 4

satisfying /ˈsæt.ɪs.faɪ.ɪŋ/ adj
making you feel pleased by providing what you need or 

want
a satisfying meal/result 4

superb /suːˈpɜːb/ adj of excellent quality The food at the restaurant was superb. I'll definitely be going back there. 4

tasty /ˈteɪ.sti/ adj Tasty food has a strong and very pleasant flavour This soup is very tasty. 4

welcoming /ˈwel.kəm.ɪŋ/ adj friendly or making you feel welcome She gave everyone a welcoming smile. 4

well-balanced /ˌwel-ˈbæl.ənst/ adj
A well-balanced group of foods together provide a good 

range of the things you need to stay healthy
I eat a well-balanced diet to stay healthy. 4

wonderful /ˈwʌn.də.fəl/ adj extremely good He's a wonderful cook. 4

tutor /ˈtjuːtə/ noun

a teacher who teaches a child outside of school, 

especially in order to give the child extra help with a 

subject

His parents got him a tutor to help with his maths. 5

research /rɪˈsɜːtʃ/ noun

a detailed study of a subject, especially in order to 

discover (new) information or reach a (new) 

understanding

scientific/medical research 5

learner /ˈlɜːnə/ noun a person who is still learning something He's a quick learner. 5

mark /mɑːk/ noun
a small area on the surface of something that is 

damaged, dirty, or different in some way
There were dirty marks on her trousers where she had wiped her hands. 5

admission /ədˈmɪʃ.ən/ noun permission to enter a place Admission to the exhibition will be by invitation only. 5

pass /pɑːs/ noun a successful result in an exam Jon achieved two grade A passes at A-level. 5

sit (an exam) /sɪt (æn ɪɡˈzæm)/ phr verb to take an exam After I've sat my exams, I'm going on holiday. 5

course /kɔːs/ noun
a set of classes or a plan of study on a particular subject, 

usually leading to an exam or qualification
They're going away on a training course next week. 5

requirement /rɪˈkwaɪə.mənt/ noun something that you must do, or something you need A good degree is a minimum requirement for many jobs. 5

job prospects /ˈdʒɒb ˈprɒspekts/ noun the possibility of being successful at work Having a wide range of interests can improve your job prospects. 5

get over (something) /gɛt ˈəʊvə/ phr verb

feel better after something or someone

has made you unhappy, or get better after

an illness

I hope David gets over the shock of failing his physics exam. 5

live up to something /lɪv ˈʌp tə ˈsʌmθɪŋ/ phr verb to be as good as something The concert was brilliant - it lived up to all our expectations. 5

hand (something) back /hænd ˈbæk/ phr verb to return something to the person who gave it to you When I used the cashier's pen to sign the receipt, I forgot to hand her pen back. 5

get away with something /ɡet əˈweɪ wɪð ˈsʌmθɪŋ/ phr verb to succeed in avoiding punishment for something If I thought I could get away with it, I wouldn't pay my taxes at all. 5

point out /pɔɪnt ˈaʊt/ verb
to tell someone about some information, often because 

you believe they do not know it or have forgotten it
I feel I should point out how dangerous it is. 5

put (something) off /pʊt ˈɒf/  phr verb
to decide or arrange to delay an event or activity until a 

later time or date
The meeting has been put off for a week. 5

turn out /tɜːn aʊt/ phr verb end or happen in a particular or surprising way It turned out that I'd answered the wrong question in the exam. 5

look back /lʊk bæk/ phr verb think about something that happened in the past Looking back, I probably should have studied Computer Science at university. 5

badly paid /ˈbædli peɪd/ adj
A job where people don't receive as much money as they 

should
I don't understand why in most countries doctors and teachers are badly paid. 6

challenging /ˈtʃæl.ɪndʒɪŋ/ adj difficult, in a way that tests your ability or determination This has been a challenging time for us all. 6

demanding  /dɪˈmɑːn.dɪŋ/ adj needing a lot of time, attention, or energy She's a very demanding child. 6

fascinating /ˈfæs.ən.eɪtɪŋ/ adj extremely interesting The book offers a fascinating glimpse of the lives of the rich and famous. 6

full time /ˈfʊl taɪm/ adj
(of work or education) done for the whole of a working 

week
Most children in the UK remain in full-time education until they are at least 16 years old. 6

hard /hɑːd/ adj difficult to understand, do, experience, or deal with There were some really hard questions in the exam. 6

outdoor /ˈaʊtdɔː/ adj
existing, happening, or done outside, rather than inside a 

building
an outdoor swimming pool 6

skilled /skɪld/ adj having the abilities needed to do an activity or job well My mother is very skilled at/in dressmaking. 6

well paid /wel ˈpeɪd/ adj earning or paying a lot of money She was not well paid and found it difficult to provide for her family. 6

holiday /ˈhɒl.ə.deɪ/ noun
a time when someone does not go to work or school but 

is free to do what they want, such as travel or relax
Patricia is on holiday next week. 6

come up against /kʌm ʌp əˈgɛnst/ phr verb to have to deal with a problem Let me know if you come up against any difficulties. #

If food or drink goes off, it is not good to eat or drink any 

more because it is too old

food poisoning /fuːd ˈpɔɪznɪŋ/ phrase
an illness usually caused by eating food that contains 

harmful bacteria
My brother got food poisoning while he was on holiday. #

trip over /trɪp ˈəʊvə/ phr verb
to lose your balance after knocking your foot against 

something when you are walking or running
I tripped over while I was hiking and broke my ankle. #

get (badly) injured /gɛt (ˈbædli) ˈɪnʤəd/ phrase to get hurt (badly) or physically harmed My dad got badly injured in a motorcycle accident when he was 20 years old. #

allergic reaction /əˈlɜːʤɪk riːˈækʃən/ phrase

a situation where someone becomes sick or develops 

skin or breathing problems because they have eaten 

certain foods or been near certain substances

I had an allergic reaction to a wasp sting and had to be taken to hospital. #

break /breɪk/ verb
If you break a part of your body, you damage a bone which 

cracks or separates into pieces
While I was playing football, I tripped over and broke my arm. #

cough /kɒf/ verb
to force air out of your lungs through your throat with a 

short, loud sound
The smoke made me cough. #

sneeze /sniːz/ verb

When you sneeze, air and often small drops of liquid 

suddenly come out of your nose and mouth in a way you 

cannot control

Cats make him sneeze - I think he's allergic to them. #

bump /bʌmp/ verb
to hurt part of your body by hitting it against something 

hard
I bumped my head on the shelf as I stood up. #

to be stung /tuː biː stʌŋ/ phrase to cause sharp but usually temporary pain I was stung my a jellyfish while swimming in the sea. #

bug /bʌg/ noun
an illness that is usually not serious and is caused by 

bacteria or a virus
I had a stomach bug last week. #

throw up /θrəʊ ʌp/ phr verb to be sick / to vomit He threw up his breakfast all over the back seat of the car. #

scratch /skræʧ/ verb to rub your skin with your nails: He was scratching at his mosquito bites. #

itchy /ˈɪʧi/ adj
an uncomfortable feeling on the skin that makes you want 

to rub it with your nail
My arm is really itchy. I think I've been bitten by an insect. #

bleed /bliːd/ verb to lose blood What's the matter with your hand? It's bleeding. #

rub shoulders with /rʌb ˈʃəʊldəz wɪð/ idiom to meet and spend time with someone I rubbed shoulders with some of the leading entrepreneurs at the conference. #

throw in at the deep end /θrəʊ ɪn æt ðə diːp ɛnd/ idiom
to start something new or difficult without any help or 

preparation
I hope Michael doesn't think we've thrown him in at the deep end with all the work we've given him. #

taken aback /ˈteɪkən əˈbæk/ idiom
to be surprised or shocked in a way that you don't know 

how to respond
I was taken aback by how many people showed up at our concert. #

in my eyes /ɪn maɪ aɪz/ idiom In my opinion In my eyes, society needs to do more to protect the environment. #

rushed off your feet /rʌʃt ɒf jɔː fiːt/ idiom to be very busy Sorry, I can't help you today. I'm rushed off my feet. #

under the weather /ˈʌndə ðə ˈwɛðə/ idiom to feel ill I'm feeling a bit under the weather - I think I'm getting a cold. #

teething problems /ˈtiːðɪŋ ˈprɒbləmz/ idiom
problems connected with a new product, or problems at 

the beginning of a process or activity
Teething problems with the new operating system affected the company's performance #

avoid /əˈvɔɪd/ verb to stay away from someone or something I try to avoid supermarkets on Saturdays - they're always so busy. #

prevent /prɪˈvent/ verb
to stop something from happening or someone from 

doing something
Label your suitcases to prevent confusion. #

protect /prəˈtekt/ verb
to keep someone or something safe from injury, damage, 

or loss
It's important to protect your skin from the harmful effects of the sun. #

check /tʃek/ verb
to make certain that something or someone is correct, 

safe, or suitable by examining it, him, or her quickly
After I'd finished the exam, I checked my answers for mistakes. #
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control /kənˈtrəʊl/ verb
to order, limit, or rule something, or someone's actions 

or behaviour
If you can't control your dog, put it on a lead! #

keep an eye on /ˈkiːp ən ˈaɪ ɒn/ phr verb to watch or take care of something or someone Will you keep your eye on my suitcase while I go to get the tickets? #

supervise /ˈsuː.pə.vaɪz/ verb
to watch a person or activity to make certain that 

everything is done correctly, safely, etc.
The UN is supervising the distribution of aid by local agencies in the disaster area. #

spacious /ˈspeɪʃəs/ adj large and with a lot of space The spacious living room meant we could buy lots of furniture #
bright /braɪt/ adj full of light, shining The rooms were bright and airy. #

open-plan /ˈəʊpən-plæn/ adj An open-plan room or building has few or no walls 

inside, so it is not divided into smaller rooms
They designed an open-plan office so that everyone could see each other. #

peaceful /ˈpiːsfʊl/ adj quiet and calm The house is located in a peaceful area of the city. #
residential area /ˌrɛzɪˈdɛnʃəl ˈeərɪə/ phrase A residential road, area, etc. has only private houses, not 

offices and factories
We live in a residential area on the outskirts of the city. #

There are good transport links in my city which makes it really easy to get around. #

refurbished /ˌriːˈfɜːbɪʃt/ adj made to look new again by work such as painting, 

repairing, and cleaning:
The newly refurbished property is across the street from the beach. #

modern fittings /ˈmɒdən ˈfɪtɪŋz/ phrase small parts or things, usually quite new, located in a 

home
The modern fittings were one of the reasons we bought the house. #

en-suite /ɛn-swiːt/ noun a bathroom directly connected to and entered through a 

bedroom
My room has an en-suite. #

allocated car park space /ˈæləʊkeɪtɪd kɑː pɑːk speɪs/ phrase A car park space that is given to you as part of 

something, usually a house or flat
The flat comes with one allocated car park space. #

cosy /ˈkəʊzi/ adj comfortable and pleasant, especially (of a building) 

because of being small and warm
This room is nice and cosy in the winter. #

compact /kəmˈpækt/ adj consisting of parts that are positioned together closely or 

in a tidy way, using very little space
What a compact office! How did you fit so much into so little space?

space /speɪs/ noun an empty area that is available to be used When the roads are wet, you've got to leave plenty of space between you and the car in front. #
place /pleɪs/ noun an area, town, building, etc. What was the name of that place we drove through on the way to New York? #
room /ruːm/ noun the amount of space that someone or something needs That sofa would take up too much room in the flat. #

area /ˈeərɪə/ noun a particular part of a place, piece of land, or country All areas of the country will have some rain tonight. #
location /ləʊˈkeɪʃən/ noun a place or position The hotel is in a beautiful location overlooking the lake. #

square /skweə/ noun an area of approximately square-shaped land in a city or 

a town, often including the buildings that surround it
A band were playing in the town square. #

celebrate /ˈsel.ə.breɪt/ verb
to take part in special enjoyable activities in order to show 

that a particular occasion is important
We always celebrate our wedding anniversary by going out to dinner. #

commemorate /kəˈmem.ə.reɪt/ verb

to remember officially and give respect to a great person 

or event, especially by a public ceremony or by making a 

statue or special building

Gathered all together in this church, we commemorate those who lost their lives in the war. #

dress up /dres ˈʌp/ phr verb to put on formal clothes for a special occasion You don't need to dress up to go to the mall - jeans and a T-shirt are fine. #
gather round /ɡæð.ə ˈraʊnd/ phr verb to come together around a person, thing etc. Will everyone please gather round? #
hold /həʊld/ verb

to have something such as a celebration, meeting or an 

election
Could we hold a meeting to discuss this tomorrow afternoon? #

let off /let ˈɒv/ phr verb to light / start fireworks During the festival, we let off fireworks. #

march /mɑːtʃ/ noun

an event in which a large number of people walk through 

a public place to express their support for something, 

their disagreement with or disapproval of something or to 

celebrate something

The dancers marched through the streets to celebrate the New Year. #

perform /pəˈfɔːm/ verb
to entertain people by dancing, singing, acting, or 

playing music
A major Hollywood star will be performing on stage tonight. #

play /pleɪ/ verb
to perform an entertainment or a particular character in a 

play, film, etc.
Scottish Opera played to full houses every night. #

(wear) traditional costumes /(weə) trəˈdɪʃənl ˈkɒstjuːmz/ phrase
to wear a set of clothes typical of a particular country or 

period of history, or suitable for a particular activity:
Singers performing Mozart's operas often wear traditional costumes. #

parade /pəˈreɪd/ noun

a large number of people walking or in vehicles, all 

going in the same direction, usually as part of a public 

celebration of something

For three hours a committee of state senators listened to a parade of local residents giving their 

opinions. #

street party

/striːt ˈpɑːti/ phrase

a party that is held outdoors in a street or other public 

place, often organized by the people living in the local 

area

The Queen’s Diamond Jubilee was celebrated with street parties. #

band /bænd/ noun a group of musicians who play modern music together The Beatles were probably the most famous band in the world. #

street performers /striːt pəˈfɔːməz/ phrase
a person who entertains people by acting, singing, 

dancing, or playing music in the street
As a street performer, he's been entertaining crowds for over five years. #

fireworks /ˈfaɪəwɜːks/ noun

small containers filled with explosive chemicals that make 

a loud noise when they explode and sometimes produce 

bright, coloured patterns, often used in celebration

What time do the fireworks start? #

disguise /dɪsˈɡaɪz/ noun
something that someone wears to hide their true 

appearance
He put on a large hat and glasses as a disguise and hoped no one would recognize him. #

tourist /ˈtʊərɪst/ noun
someone who visits a place for pleasure and interest, 

usually while on holiday
Millions of tourists visit Rome every year. #

novelist /ˈnɒvəlɪst/ noun a person who writes novels Ben Okri is a Nigerian-born poet and novelist. #

researcher /rɪˈsɜːʧə/ noun
someone who studies a subject, especially in order to 

discover new information or reach a new understanding
She's a researcher on a women's magazine. #

collector /kəˈlɛktə/ noun
someone who collects objects because they are beautiful, 

valuable, or interesting
He's a collector of modern art. #

survivor /səˈvaɪvə/ noun a person who continues to live, despite nearly dying He was the only survivor of the plane crash. #

consultant /kənˈsʌltənt/ noun someone who advises people on a particular subject He works as a financial consultant. #
motorist /ˈməʊtərɪst/ noun a person who drives a car A passing motorist stopped and gave him a lift to the nearby town. #

comedian /kəˈmiːdiən/ noun

a person whose job is to make people laugh by telling 

jokes and funny stories or by copying the behaviour or 

speech of famous people

As a comedian, I am constantly travelling to different towns and cities to perform. #

specialist /ˈspɛʃəlɪst/ noun
someone who has a lot of experience, knowledge, or skill 

in a particular subject
She's a specialist in modern French literature. #

refugee /ˌrɛfjuːˈʤiː/ noun

a person who has escaped from their own country for 

political, religious, or economic reasons or because of a 

war

Thousands of refugees fled across the border. #
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
